Learning a language arouses children’s interest

and curiosity in their own identities and helps them to see
the relationships between their lives and those of others,
they think about the linguistic diversity of their own school
and talk about the languages they would like to learn.

They find out where the language they are learning is
spoken.

Children reflect upon celebrations in which they participate
at home, at school and in the wider community, and
discuss the similarities with celebrations in other cultures.
They compare aspects of everyday life at home and
abroad, e.g., sports and hobbies, with children from other
countries.

UKS2

Children discuss aspects of daily life which

they have in common with children in different
countries. They look at the similarities and differences
between their own locality and that of another
country. Children also learn about symbols, objects
and products that represent countries.

Children compare attitudes of different cultures.

They discuss stereotypes and reflect on the

importance of developing tolerance and understanding
between people. They celebrate their understanding and
knowledge with others.
