
TOPIC TITLE:  The Victorians 

Term: Spring 1 

Year Group: 6 

English: In English this half 

term the children will be ana-

lysing the text, Oliver by 

Charles Dickens. They will con-

tinue their learning by writing a 

missing chapter from the story. 

Following on from this, the 

children will then explore the 

dark and twisted tale of The 

Highwayman by Alfred Noyes. 

They will then write their own 

version of the tale. After this, 

the children will then be study-

ing the Giant’s Necklace by Mi-

chael Morpurgo.  

Maths: The children will be 

continuing with fractions for 

the first week back after the 

holidays. In between the tran-

sition between fractions and 

decimals, the children will 

spend a week learning about 

geometry including coordi-

nates, translation and reflec-

tion. After this, we will return 

to the link between fractions, 

decimals and percentages 

where children will spot con-

nections and patters and rea-

son with their known facts.  

 

PE: This term, in PE, the chil-

dren will be learning throwing 

and catching skills in basketball 

and explore rhythm and coor-

dination in dance. 

DT: This DT topic will focus on 

seasonal cooking.  We are link-

ing this  to our Victorian topic 

to make soup from that period 

in history. 

Science: This unit ‘Animals inc 

Humans’ teaches chidlren how 

to: identify and name the main 

parts of the human circulatory 

system, and describe the func-

tions of the heart, blood ves-

sels and blood; recognise the 

impact of diet, exercise, drugs 

and lifestyle on the way their 

bodies function; and finally, 

they learn how to describe 

how nutrients are transported. 

History/Geography  

The children will be learning 

about the Victorians and will 

be capturing their knowledge 

of that period by writing non-

chronological reports and 

character descriptions from 

Oliver. The pupils will delve 

into what life was like for chil-

dren in those times, focusing a 

lot on their hardships living in 

the workhouses. We will also 

host a Victorian Day at school.  

PSHE: Living In The Wider 

World.  The children will be 

learning about the Rights of 

The Child and also we will be 

focusing on mental health.
