Maths

In maths, children will continue
to learn about decimals and
percentages for the majority of
the term. They will learn the
relationship between fractions,
decimals and percentages and
how to identify equivalent frac-
tions. Following this, they will
revisit perimeter and area. This
will include: perimeter of recti-
linear shapes, area of com-
pound shapes and estimating
area. There will continue to be
a daily focus on arithmetic.

Music
The children will continue with
‘Charanga’ singing next half
term as part of the music curric-

ulum.

Science

In science, the children will learn
how to explain the movement of
Earth in space, learn about the
gravitational force in space and
explore what causes the differ-
ent phases of the moon.

They will then learn how night
and day occur and the charac-
teristics of the planets in our so-
lar system.

RE
In RE, children will be exploring
the concept of Sacrifice in rela-
tion to the Christian celebration
of Easter that takes place at the
end of the Spring term.

Spanish
In MFL, children will continue
to explore core vocabulary for
Spanish. The focus will be lan-
guage used to talk and describe
the Olympics.

Topic—History
This term, the main History fo-
cus will be learning about chro-
nology using timelines. The chil-
dren will explore the Apollo
space expeditions, including the
original space race between
America and Russia, as well as
the ‘Modern Day’ space race.
